2. Battery Maintenance

To maintain the best performance of your battery please carefully follow the
guidelines listed below.

- Use only Xmultiple/FlashPoint-approved batteries and chargers.
These chargers are designed to maximize the battery life.

- Charge the battery only in temperatures that range from OC to 40C / 32F to
104F. Charging in direct sunlight or in high humidity areas may cause damage

- Do not attempt to disassemble or short-circuit the battery.

- Make sure the metal contact on the top of the battery is always clean in order
to provide your ShareDrive with the best performance.

Important!!
Never dispose of the battery by incineration.
*Disposal of Lithium lon (Li-lon) Batteries:
-For safety, do not handle a damaged or leaking Li-lon battery.

© 3.1 Automatically Power Off Setup

3.1.1 On/Off
To turn On or Off the Automatically Power Off function.

3.1.2 Automatically Power Off Timer
Use the up/down keys to adjust the timer for Automatically Power Off.

© 3.2 Battery Capacity
To view the available percentage of the battery capacity remaining.

© 3.3 Language
English and Traditional Chinese interface are available for selection.

© 3.4 Firmware Version
Provides the information of the firmware version being used.

© 3.5 Firmware Update
Have the new firmware code saved in an empty thumb drive and connect to the
ShareDrive for updating. When updating in progress shall never power off the
ShareDrive nor remove the thumb drive, this act will damage the product and
the data stored. The ShareDrive will power off automatically for update
completion.

4. How to operate “Reset” function

6. FlashPoint LCD ShareDrives and Multi-Port USB Hubs

FlashPoint LCD ShareDrives are not compatible with USB multi-port hubs. FlashPoint
LCD ShareDrives should only be connected directly to a USB port on a laptop or
desktop computer. If you use a USB multi-port hub you can create a power problem
with your computer, which will cause it to reboot. This is a normal case when a
multi-port USB Hub is used between the PC and the FlashPoint LCD ShareDrive. This
is caused because of incompatibility with the power. The FlashPoint LCD ShareDrive
is equipped with a Li-ion battery, and the battery is charged by a USB port; therefore
it is necessary for the USB port to provide standard power current (500mA, 5V) to the
FlashPoint. As for the multi-port Hub, it will offer only bus power (100mA, 5V) on
each port unless there is an extra power adaptor on the Hub. Once the power source
from the USB hub is not sufficient for the FlashPoint ShareDrive, the hub will be
crashed and this will cause your PC to reboot.

FlashPoint LCD ShareDrives must be directly attached to your PC's USB port. The
power current for the FlashPoint to charge the Li-ion battery requires the direct
connection to the USB port for proper operation.

8. Additional Information on Transferring Data To and From Your
ShareDrive

Xmultiple’s patent pending FlashPoint dual directional copy technology is a chip-based
firmware and hardware technology incorporated into your FlashPoint LCD ShareDrive.
This manual provides you with the basic instructions in how to operate your device.
Products compatible with the FlashPoint technology can transfer data from the
enabled device to any “standard” flash memory device (SHARE) or can copy data from
a standard device to the enabled device (LOAD). The core technology also controls
the standard flash drive functions, replacing existing flash controllers.

Both SHARE and LOAD features are possible without the use of a computer or
other support or connection devices. The FlashPoint device contains both a male and
a female USB connector. The male USB connector permits connection to a PC or
other host device for uploading data into the FlashPoint device. The female
connector links the FlashPoint device to any other flash memory device in preparation
for file transfers between the two.
